Summary Minutes 
December 10-14, 2001 portion of the meeting 

 
I. WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS 
 
A.  Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at approximately 9:00 a.m. on 

December 10, 2001 by Angela Van Etten, Acting Chair. 
 
B. Introductions.  Self-introductions were made by those present.  33 of 38 

Organizational members were represented, and the 6 individual members were in 
attendance.  A quorum was established.  24 Guests were in attendance on at least one 
day of the meeting. 

  
A moment of silence was made on honor of the passing of Patrick Higgins, a great 
friend of many Committee members, and valuable member of the A117 Committee. 

C. Approve Agenda.  The committee discussed possible additions and revisions to the 
agenda.  A motion to accept the agenda as modified was made, seconded, and 
unanimously approved. 
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D.  Approve Minutes of June 1999 Meeting.  A motion to accept the minutes of the 
March 2000 meeting was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
 
II. MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT 
 
A. Membership Subcommittee Report.  The report of the Membership Subcommittee 

was given by Marsha Mazz, Chair.   
 
1) Association for Safe and Accessible Products (ASAP).  A Letter was received an 

October 13, 2000 from Peter A. Stratton of Steven Winter Associates, Inc., stating that 
ASAP is no longer managed by Steven Winter Associates, and asks that ASAP’s A117 
Committee membership be terminated. Though no formal letter was received from 
ASAP, it was noted the only communication between ASAP and the Committee has 
been through Steven Winter & Associates.  The Committee accepted this termination. 

 
2) Presidents Committee on Employment of People with Disabilities.  A Letter was 

received a March 28, 2001 from Gary B. Reed, Acting Deputy Assistant Secretary for the 
U.S. Department of Labor, stating that they would be resigning from the A117 
Committee.  The Committee accepted this terminated. 

 
3) National Institute of Tall People (NITP).  It was noted that no communication has been 

received from Carlisle Bean or NITP since the receipt of NITP’s contact information form 
in March 2001.  Neither NITP’s web site, nor Carlisle Bean’s e-mail address are no 
longer in service.  E-mail from Mr. Bean to Vice Chair Angela Van Etten indicates he can 
no longer participate in the Committee’s activities.  Also, messages left on Mr. Bean’s 
answering machine have not been returned.  The Committee made note of this 
information.  Since no formal letter requesting NITP to be dropped from the A117 
Committee has been received, no action was taken. 

 
4) Telecordia Technologies (Bell Communications Research, Inc.) (TT):  At least four 

letters have been sent to TT asking for updates to their contact information.  No 
response has been received from the Organization, and no response has been received 
from William Keenan, TT’s Principal Representative.  TT has not been represented at 
the last two (2) A117 Committee meetings.  A motion to remove the Telecordia 
Technologies from the A117 Committee was made, seconded, and unanimously 
approved. 

 
5) National Federation of the Blind (NFB):  At least four letters have been sent to NFB 

asking for updates to their contact information.  No response has been received from the 
Organization, or James Gashel, NFB’s Principal Representative.  NFB has not been 
represented at the last two (2) A117 Committee meetings.  A motion to remove the 
National Federation of the Blind from the A117 Committee was made, seconded, and 
unanimously approved. 
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B. Review of New Applications.  The following new applications for A117 Committee 
membership were reviewed. 

 
1) An application was received from the American Society of Theatre Consultants (ASTC). 

ASTC is the only organization representing design professionals who sole focus is the 
design of theatres and similar assembly occupancies.  A motion to approve ASTC’s 
application as a member in the Professional Interest Category was made, seconded, 
and unanimously approved. 

 
2) An application was received from Daniel F. Kaiser, representing the City of Corona, 

California.  It was noted that inspectors and city building departments are currently 
represented by BOCA, ICBO, ICC and SBCCI on the A117 Committee.  A motion to not 
approve Mr. Kaiser’s application for A117 Committee membership was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
3) An application was received from George P. McAllister, Jr., who would be representing 

himself.  It was noted that Mr. McAllister currently serves as the Chair for the A117 Task 
Group on the Special Needs of the Aging Population.  A motion to approve Mr. 
McAllister’s application as a member in the Professional Interest Category was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
4) An application was received from Ken Schoonover, who would be representing himself. 

 It was noted that Mr. Schoonover had represented BOCA in the past, and is the past 
Chair of the A117 Committee.  His retirement from BOCA made Mr. Schoonover 
ineligible to continue service on the Committee.   A motion to approve Mr. 
Schoonover’s application as a member in the Professional Interest Category was 
made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
C. Review of Committee Roster.  Secretary, Larry Brown provided additional 

membership information.  A current Committee Roster, including the A117 Committee 
Official Title, the Committee Scope, and a total of the membership according to Interest 
Category was reviewed in accordance with ANSI Procedures.  Attachment 1 provides 
the record of member attendance since April 1997. 

 
1) A motion to change the name of the Committee to the “ANSI Committee A117 on 

Architectural Features and Site Design of Public Buildings and Residential Structures for 
Persons with Disabilities” from “…Persons with Handicaps” was made, seconded, and 
unanimously approved.  The secretary will forward this change to ANSI. 

2) The members in each Interest Category were reviewed.  A motion to change the Interest 
Category of NFPA to Regulatory Interest from Professional Interest was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
3) A new database has been completed for the A117 Committee members and 

representatives.  This was part of an effort started late last year to modernize the 
workings of the A117 Committee. 
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III. COMMITTEE PROCEDURES 
 
A. Appointment of New A117 Committee Chairperson.  The Committee has been 

without a Chair since Mr. Ken Schoonover was required to excuse himself from the 
Committee due to his retirements from BOCA.  Mr. Schoonover was the Principal 
Representative for BOCA.  As Mr. Schoonover was accepted as a member of the A117 
Committee, a motion to elect Mr. Ken Schoonover as the Chair of the A117 Committee 
was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
B. Revised Committee Procedures.  ANSI is continually revising their procedures, which 

in turn causes the ANSI approved procedures of the ASC A117 Committee to be 
updated.  The Secretary is in the process of revising the Committee procedures for 
ANSI compliance.  The revisions will also incorporate into the A117 Procedures parts of 
the main ANSI Procedures that are currently referenced in the A117, and parts of other 
current A117 Policies.  These revisions will be circulated to the full Committee for review 
and approval sometime in 2002. 

 
 
IV. TASK GROUP REPORTS 
 
A. Task Group on Special Needs of the Aging Population.  George McAllister, Chair, 

gave the report for the Task Group.  A copy of the TG report was included in the 
Committee packet.  Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1 
were also submitted for Committee Action.  As required by Committee Procedures, a 
motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to have this Task Group 
continue its work. 
 

B. Task Group on Assembly Areas.  Shahriar Amiri, C.B.O., Chair, gave the report for 
the Task Group.  Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1 were 
submitted for Committee Action.  As required by Committee Procedures, a motion was 
made, seconded, and unanimously approved to have this Task Group continue its work. 
 

C. Administrative Task Force on Internet Communications.  Secretary Larry Brown 
reported on the progress of meeting the goals of this TG.  A copy of the TG original 
scope and goals was included in the Committee packet.  The goals of the TG have 
been accomplished.  It was also noted that only one of the original TG members is still 
on the A117 Committee.  As required by Committee Procedures, a motion was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved to disband this Task Group. 
 

D. Task Group on Obstructed Reach Range and Extreme Physical Size.  Angela Van 
Etten, Chair gave the report for the Task Group.  A copy of the TG report was included 
in the Committee packet.  Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI 
A117.1 were also submitted for Committee Action.  Angela reported that the TG has 
completed its work.  As required by Committee Procedures, a motion was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved to disband this Task Group. 
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E. Task Group on Perception, Illumination and Signage.  Marsha K. Mazz, Chair, gave 
the report for the Task Group.  Currently, the TG is waiting for a final report on variable 
message signs.  As required by Committee Procedures, a motion was made, seconded, 
and unanimously approved to have this Task Group continue its work.

III. COMMITTEE PROCEDURES 
 
C. Revised Committee Title.  ANSI has approved changing the title of the A117 

Committee to “ANSI Committee A117 on Architectural Features and Site Design of 
Public Buildings and Residential Structures for Persons with Disabilities” from 
“…Persons with Handicaps”. 

 
D. Extension of time to complete 2003 edition.  The Secretary had applied for, and 

received an extension of time for the development of the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI 
A117.1.  This is extension was requested due to the inability to receive the ADAAG 
Rules for the purpose of harmonizing the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1.  The 
extension is until February 2005.   

 
E. Review of Proposals Ballot Procedures.  The Secretary reviewed the procedures and 

timeline for the development of the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1.  Presently, it is 
anticipated the ADAAG Rules may be available in late July or early August.  A revised 
development schedule will be developed based on the availability of the ADAAG Rules. 
  

 
 
V. DEVELOPMENT OF PROPOSALS FOR THE 2003 EDITION ICC/ANSI A117.1 
 
A. Review of Public Proposals.  The Committee resumed Committee Action of the 

Proposal for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1.  All but two proposals were acted 
upon.  Three Committee Proposals were developed.  An additional meeting will be 
scheduled to consider the two remaining Proposals, and to develop Committee 
Proposals on the harmonization with the forthcoming ADAAG Rules. 
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1) Task Group on Editorial Changes.  A Task Group was assembled to review public 

queries on the 1998 editions’ requirements, and review the draft of the 2003 ICC/ANSI 
A117.1.  A motion was made, seconded, and unanimously approved to initiate this Task 
Group.  The TG will present their proposed changes for consideration at the next 
meeting on the development of the 2003 ICC/ANSI A117.1. 

 
2) Task Group on ADAAG Harmonization.  The work of the Task Group on ADDAG 

Harmonization was extended to develop Committee Proposals on the forthcoming 
ADAAG Rules.  The TG will present their proposed changes for consideration at the 
next meeting on the development of the 2003 ICC/ANSI A117.1. 

 
 
VI. NEW BUSINESS 
       
A. Letter from Delta Faucet.  A letter was received from Delta Faucet asking if a new type 

of automatic faucet would meet the requirements in Section 606.4 of the 1998 edition of 
ICC/ANSI A117.1.  The Committee agreed the faucet would meet the requirements.  A 
Committee response will be sent to Delta Faucet outlining the Committee’s discussions. 

 
B. Standard on Dimension Tolerances.  It was noted that a handout on “Reasonable 

Construction Tolerances for Disabled Access Construction” was included in the 
Committee packet.

C. A117.1 Commentaries.  Commentaries on the 1998 and 2003 editions of ICC/ANSI 

A117.1 are being developed.  It is anticipated that will be available at the same time the 
2003 edition is complete.  Drafts of the Commentaries will be circulated to the 
Committee members for their review and comment. 

 
D. Schedule Next Meeting.  The next meeting of the A117 Committee will be scheduled 

as soon as possible after the release of the ADAAG Rule.  Tentatively, a date in August 
or September is being considered.
