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Summary Minutes
May 29-31, 2002 Meeting

WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS

Call to Order. The meeting was called to order at approximately 9:00 a.m. on May 29,
2002 by Ken Schoonover, Chair.

Introductions. Self-introductions were made by those present. 34 of 38 Organizational
members were represented, and the 6 individual members were in attendance. A
quorum was established. 14 Guests were in attendance on at least one day of the
meeting.

Approve Agenda. The committee discussed possible additions and revisions to the
agenda. A motion to accept the agenda as modified was made, seconded, and
unanimously approved.

Approval of Minutes. A motion to accept the minutes of the December 10-14, 2001 /
February 11-15 2002 meeting was made, seconded, and unanimously approved.

COMMITTEE PROCEDURES

Review of Committee Membership. Secretary, Larry Brown reviewed membership
information. A current Committee Roster, including the A117 Committee Official Title,
the Committee Scope, and a total of the membership according to Interest Category was
reviewed in accordance with ANSI Procedures. Attachment-A provides the record of
member attendance since April 1997.

Representation of Committee Members: More than one Organizational member of
the Committee is allowed to be represented by the same individual. Per Section A8.1.2
of the Committee’s procedures, Committee approval is required where an individual
represents more than one organization. The following dual representations were
submitted for Committee consideration.

1. The Self Help for Hard of Hearing People (SHHH) requested that Donald Sievers,
who currently is the Principal Representative for the National Association of the Deaf
(NAD), also represent SHHH. A motion was made and seconded to accept this duel
representation. The motion Failed: 9 For, 14 Against.

2. The Society of Environmental Graph Design (SEGD) requested that Teresa Cox,
who currently is the Principal Representative for the International Sign Association
(ISA), also represent SEGD. A motion was made and seconded to accept this duel
representation. The motion Passed: 15 For, 13 Against.
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Revisions to ANSI Approved A117 Committee Procedures. Secretary, Larry Brown
reviewed proposed changes to the Committee Procedures that would change the voting
period for ballots on Proposal and Comments. The voting period on Proposals would be
changed to 4-weeks from 6-weeks, with no re-circulation of ballot comments. Any
Proposal that receives a ballot comment would automatically become a Public Comment
thus allowing the ballot comment to be reconsidered along with other Public Comments.
The voting period for Comments would be changed to 4-weeks from 6-weeks, with the
period of re-circulation of ballot comments changed to 2-weeks from 4-weeks. A motion
was made and seconded to accept the proposed changes. The motion Passed: 13 For,
5 Against.

Appointment of New A117 Committee Vice Chair. Angela Van Etten, who represents
the Little People of America (LPA) gave notice at the February 2002 meeting that she
would be stepping down as Vice-Chair of the A117 Committee. Per Section A.4 of the
Committee Procedures, and with the input of the Chair, the Secretary put forth Julie
Carroll, Principal Representative for the American Council of the Blind (ACB), as the new
Vice-Chair. A motion was made and seconded to accept Julie Carroll as Vice-Chair.
The motion was unanimously approved.

2003 Membership Subcommittee Appointments. The following changes were
brought forward as the members for the 2002-05 Membership Subcommittee: Lawrence
G. Perry, AlA - Building Owners and Managers Association, International (BOMA) to
replace Jeff Inks, NAHB; Billie Louise Bentzen, PhD — Assoc. for Education &
Rehabilitation of the Blind & Visually Impaired (AERBVI) to replace Jake Pauls (Self). A
motion was made and seconded to accept these changes in the Membership
Subcommittee roster. The motion was unanimously approved.

DEVELOPMENT OF PROPOSALS FOR THE 2003 EDITION ICC/ANSI A117.1

Development of Committee Proposals. The Committee completed Committee Action
on the 444 Public Proposals for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1. Two remaining
Public Proposals held from the February 2002 meting, 1-029 & 4-068, were acted upon.
363 additional Committee Proposals were developed, for a total of 366 Committee
Proposals. The total number of Proposals for the 2003 edition of A117.1 is 810.

1. Task Group on ADAAG Harmonization. Brian Black, Chair, gave the report for
the Task Group. A copy of the proposed ADAAG changes had previously been
sent to each Committee member. Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of
ICC/ANSI A117.1 were submitted for Committee Action. Task Group Proposals
that were accepted received a Committee Action of “Accepted as Submitted”, or
“Accepted as Modified”, and are reflected as Committee Proposals under the
name of the Task Group in the Public Proposal Report (PPR) and Draft.
Proposals that were not approved received a Committee Action of “Disapprove”,
and are reflected as such in the PPR.

2. Task Group on Editorial Changes. Shahriar Amiri, C.B.O., Chair, gave the
report for the Task Group. Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of
ICC/ANSI A117.1 were submitted for Committee Action. Task Group Proposals
that were accepted received a Committee Action of “Accepted as Submitted”, and
are reflected as Committee Proposals under the name of the Task Group in the
PPR and Draft. Task Group Proposals that were not approved by the Committee
did not become Committee Proposals.

3. Task Group on Assembly Areas. Shahriar Amiri, C.B.O., Chair, gave the report
for the Task Group. Proposals from this TG for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI
A117.1 were submitted for Committee Action. Task Group Proposals that were
accepted received a Committee Action of “Accepted as Submitted”, and are
reflected as Committee Proposals under the name of the Task Group in the PPR
and Draft. Task Group Proposals that were not approved by the Committee did
not become Committee Proposals.

Review Balloting Procedures. The Secretary reviewed the procedures and voting
period for the ballot on Proposals. A sample ballot was reviewed. Ballots are to be
received in the ICC office no latter than July 1, 2002. The Draft of the 2003 edition, base
on the Committee Actions as shown in ballot will be posted on the ICC website no later
than July 12, 2002. The PPR will be posted soon thereafter. Committee members will
also receive a paper copy of the PPR and Draft. The Public Comment period will be 45-
days. The tentative closing date to receive Public Comments is August 29, 2002. The
official closing date will be published in the ANSI Standards Action.

OLD BUSINESS

Review ADA Construction Tolerances Bulletin. A copy of the comments received on
the ADA “Construction Tolerances for Walk and Ramp Surfaces” was included in the
Committee packet. No action was taken.

NEW BUSINESS

Review Revised Development Schedule. A revised development schedule was
reviewed. The revised schedule reflects the changes to the Committee Procedures as
outlined in agenda item |I-C above. This revised schedule should enable the 2003
edition of A117.1 to be published in January 2003.

Schedule Next Meeting. The next meeting of the A117 Committee, to take Committee
Action on Public Comments has been scheduled for September 16-20, 2002 in
Washington, DC. Considering the revised development schedule to allow completion of
the 2003 edition by January 2003, the Chair made note that all work on Public Comments
will need to be completed at the September 2002 meeting. The Committee discussed
meeting starting and ending times that will enable the Committee to complete its work at
the September meeting. A motion was made and seconded to start each day’s meeting
at 8:00 a.m., and end at 8:00 p.m. The motion passed.
