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Summary Minutes 
September 16-19, 2002 Meeting 

 
I. WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS 
 
A. Call to Order.  Ken Schoonover, Chair, called the meeting to order at approximately 

8:00 a.m. on September 16, 2002.   
 

Chair, Ken Schoonover, was required to leave the meeting during the afternoon of 
Thursday, September 19th.  Vice-chair, Julie Carroll, chaired the meeting through its 
conclusion. 

 
B. Introductions.  Self-introductions were made by those present.  33 of 38 Organizational 

members were represented, and the 6 individual members were in attendance on the 
opening day of the meeting.  A quorum was established.  16 Guests were in attendance 
on at least one day of the meeting. 

  
C. Approve Agenda.  The committee discussed possible additions and revisions to the 

agenda.  A motion to accept the agenda as modified was made, seconded, and 
unanimously approved.  The modification was to move agenda items out of originally 
published order. 

 
D.  Approval of  Minutes.  A motion to accept the minutes of the May 29-31, 2002 meeting, 

un-amended, was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 
 
 
II. COMMITTEE PROCEDURES 
 
A. Review of ANSI Approved A117 Committee Procedures.  A copy of the ANSI 

Approved A117 Committee Procedures was included in the Committee packet.  The 
Secretary reported the revisions to the A117 Procedures approved by the Committee at 
the May 2002 meting were approved by the ANSI Executive Standards Council.  The 
Secretary also noted that ANSI is still in the process of revising their own Procedures.  
The A117 Procedures will need to be revised to reflect the changes being made by 
ANSI.  It is anticipated the revised A117 Procedures will be available for Committee 
review in mid 2003. 

 
B. Review of Committee Membership.  Secretary, Larry Brown reviewed current 

membership information.  A current Committee Roster, including the A117 Committee 
Official Title, the Committee Scope, and a total of the membership according to Interest 
Category was reviewed in accordance with ANSI Procedures.  Attachment-A to these 
minutes provides the record of member attendance since April 1997. 

 
The following applications for membership on the A117 Committee, and other 
membership items were considered by the full A117 Committee.  Marsha Mazz, Chair of 
the A117 Membership Subcommittee provided the reports. 
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1. ASPE (American Society of Plumbing Engineers):  The question of removing 
ASPE from the Committee was discussed.  ASPE has attended only 38% of the 
meeting days since April 1997, and had not attended any of the three previous 
meetings on the development of the 2003 edition of A117.1.  After consideration 
by the Membership Subcommittee, a letter warning of termination was sent to 
ASPE.  Robert Evans, Principal Representative of ASPE, attended the meeting.  
He recognized that ASPE has been absent at the recent meetings, and informed 
the Committee ASPE would make every attempt to attend this, and all future 
meetings.  Through a paper ballot the Committee voted to retain ASPE on the 
A117 Committee.  ASPE was in attendance throughout the entire September 16-
19, 2003 meeting. 

 
2. ASSE (American Society of Safety Engineers):  The question of removing ASSE 

from the Committee was discussed.  ASSE has attended only 38% of the meeting 
days since April 1997, and had not attended any of the three previous meetings 
on the development of the 2003 edition of A117.1.  After consideration by the 
Membership Subcommittee, a letter warning of termination was sent to ASPE.  A 
letter was received from ASSE noting there may have been miscommunication 
between the representatives, and that they plane to actively participate in the 
committee activities.   Representatives of ASSE attended the meeting.  They 
recognized that ASPE has been absent at the recent meetings, and informed the 
Committee ASSE would make every attempt to attend this, and all future 
meetings.  Through a paper ballot the Committee voted to retain ASSE on the 
A117 Committee.  ASSE was in attendance at the meeting only up to the lunch 
break on September 16, 2003, the first day of the meeting. 
(Please see section V-C of these minutes)  

 
3. USDVA (U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs):  USDVA has attended only 38% 

of the meeting days since April 1997, and has attended only one day of the three 
previous meetings on the development of the 2003 edition of A117.1.  After 
consideration by the Membership Subcommittee, a letter warning of termination 
was sent to USDVA.  An e-mail was received from Dennis Hancher, Principal 
Representative for USDVA.  Mr. Hancher noted the lack of time he had to 
participate in the activities of the A117 Committee, and requested that USDVA be 
removed from the Committee.  The Committee accepter their request, and 
thanked USDVA for all of their past work on the Committee. 

 
4. Alex Foundation:  An application was received from the Alex Foundation that 

serves the needs of persons with brain injury.  The application was considered by 
the Membership Subcommittee.  The Membership Committee recommended 
against membership due to the application showing that the Alex Foundation is a 
small organization that is limited in scope.  Through a paper ballot the Committee 
voted to disapprove membership for the Alex Foundation on the A117 
Committee.   
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5. American’s with Disabilities Management:  An application was received from 
the American’s with Disabilities Management.  The application was considered by 
the Membership Subcommittee.  The Membership Committee recommended 
against membership due to the application showing that American’s with 
Disabilities Management seems to be a company that is owned by the applicant. 
Through a paper ballot the Committee voted to disapprove membership for the 
American’s with Disabilities Management on the A117 Committee.   

 
6. New Mexico Governor’s Committee on Concerns of the Handicapped 

(NMGCCH):  An application was received from NMGCCH, a committee that 
works on accessibility concerns for the state on New Mexico.  The application 
was considered by the Membership Subcommittee.  The Membership Committee 
recommended against membership of NMGCCH, noting it would rather have a 
national organization that represents the concerns of states’ governors represent 
this section of the accessibility community.  Through a paper ballot the 
Committee voted to approve membership for NMGCCH on the A117 Committee. 
Hope Reed, Principal Representative for NMGCCH, took her seat at the table. 

 
7. National Council on Disability (NCD):  An application was received from NCD, 

an independent Federal agency that makes recommendation to the President 
and Congress on issues affecting Americans with disabilities.  The application 
was considered by the Membership Subcommittee.  The Membership Committee 
recommended against membership due to NCD’s role is one of policymaking, 
and that the other Federal agencies on the A117 Committee already represent 
the interests of the Federal Government.  Through a paper ballot the Committee 
voted to disapprove membership for NCD on the A117 Committee.   

 
8. NSF, International (National Sanitation Foundation - NSF):  An application was 

received from NSF, a not-for-profit, non-governmental organization, that is 
involved in standards development, product certification, education, and risk-
management for public health and safety.  The application was considered by the 
Membership Subcommittee.  The Membership Committee recommended against 
membership noting that the concerns of NSF are represent by current members of 
the A117 Committee, such as the Plumbing Manufactures Institute (PMI), and the 
American Society of Plumbing Engineers (ASPE).  Through a paper ballot the 
Committee voted to disapprove membership for NSF on the A117 Committee.   

 
 
C. Representation of Committee Members:  More than one Organizational member of 

the Committee is allowed to be represented by the same individual.  Per Section A8.1.2 
of the Committee’s procedures, Committee approval is required where an individual 
represents more than one organization.  No requests were submitted for Committee 
consideration at this meeting.

A. Order of Public Comment Review – Proposed Changes to Review Order.  The order 

of review of the Public Comments was discussed.  Requests for hearing certain 
Comments at time certain, or in a certain order were hear and voted upon. 

 
B. Committee Action on Public Comments.  The Committee completed Committee Action 

on the 512 Public Comments submitted for the 2003 edition of ICC/ANSI A117.1.  These 
Comments consisted of Ballot Comments from the Ballot on the Committee Actions on 
Public Proposals, and Comments submit by the Public on the Public Proposals Report 
(PPR) and the First Draft.  The Public Comments were available to the public on the ICC 
website.  The final Committee Action on the Public Comments will be reported in the 
Public Comment Report (PCR). 

 
C. Review of Balloting Procedures.  The process of balloting the Committee members on 

the Committee Action on Public Comments was outlined.  The balloting period will last 
four weeks.  Comments submitted with Negative Votes will be circulated to the 
Committee to afford them the opportunity to respond to the comments, or to reaffirm or 
change their votes. The circulation period for ballot comments will last for two weeks.

V. NEW BUSINESS 
   

A. Review Revised Development Schedule.  As required annually by the Committee 
Procedures, the Committee reviewed the scope, duties and membership of the following 
subgroups.  

 
1. Task Group on the Needs of the Aging Population (TGAP).    Believing the 

work of the TGAP needs to continue, a motion to continue the duties of this Task 
Group was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
2. Task Group on Assembly Areas (TGAA).  Believing the work of the TGAA has 

been completed a motion to disband this Task Group was made, seconded, and 
unanimously approved. 

 
3. Task Group on ADAAG Harmonization (TGAH).  Believing the work of the 

TGAH has been completed a motion to disband this Task Group was made, 
seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
4. Task Group on Editorial Changes to the A117 Standard (TGEC).  Noting that 

the work of the TGEC has just begun, a motion to continue the duties of this Task 
Group was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 
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5. Task Group on Perception, Illumination and Signage (TGPIS).  Believing the 
work of the TGPIS needs to continue, a motion to continue the duties of this Task 
Group was made, seconded, and unanimously approved. 

 
B. Appeals Panel.  An Appeals Panel has been assembled in the event an appeal is 

submitted on the A117 Committee’s development of the 2003 edition of A117.1.  In 
accordance with Committee Procedures, the Appeals Panel will consist of three 
members.  Nancy Starnes, Director of Community Affairs for the National Organization 
on Disabilities (NOD), and Steve Regoli, AIA, Director of Architecture, Board of Building 
Standards of the State of Ohio, have been selected by the Secretary.  Ms. Starnes is 
very involved in the disability community at the national level and uses a wheelchair.  Mr. 
Regoli has extensive knowledge of accessibility concerns, being one of the main 
persons involved in the development of the Ohio building and construction codes.  A 
third person will be selected if an appeal is submitted.   

 
C. ASSE Attendance.  At the end of the meeting members of the Committee raised 

concerns that the representatives of ASSE (American Society of Safety Engineers) had 
not participated in the meeting.  Many members noted reason they only voted to allow 
ASSE to remain on the Committee was their promise to actively participate in the work of 
the Committee and attend meetings.  A motion to terminate ASSE’s membership on the 
A117 Committee through a letter ballot was made, seconded, and unanimously 
approved.  The Secretary will send the ballot by mail, or provide the ballot at the next 
A117 meeting. 

 
D. Schedule Next Meeting.  It is not anticipated another meeting will be needed on the 

development of the 2003 edition of A117.1.  The next meeting of the A117 Committee 
will be announced at a future date. 

 
The meeting was recessed at 9:30 p.m. on September 19, 2002. 
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
